Engineering in the General Education Curriculum
Engineering is arguably one "place" where science and civic questions get negotiated, yet few undergraduates, save those who plan to major in engineering, ever encounter engineering as a discipline (way of sorting out and solving problems) or as an enterprise at the heart of economic development and globalization.  What can be done about this? Can SENCER courses teach "through" some vexing civic problems to basic engineering? What would it take to the "E" back in—or in for the first time— STEM education for undergraduates? This session will encourage participants to consider these questions and others they think are worthy of pursuit and to begin to plan SENCER courses for engineers and non-engineers.
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
